
The Ballot 
In an effort to reduce the massive ballot package mailing and to develop a more 
manageable ballot we now have documents reduced to two cards. The Ballot card is 
white and has instructions on the back for how to use the PROXY card and the 
Voting Certificate 
that is on the back 
of the proxy. The 
ballot side has a 
self-explanatory 
block of candidates 
followed by blank 
spaces for write-in 
candidates and 
floor nominated 
candidates. There is 
a brief instruction on 
the face of the 
ballot.

The Proxy (one side) The Voting Certificate (the flip side) 
Proxy makes voting easy for all owners. If you 
can't make the meeting 
fill out the PROXY form 
on one side of the ivory 
colored card. You can 
mail the proxy card with 
this bal lot and the 
b o a r d s e c r e t a r y 
becomes your proxy 
and submits your ballot. 
You can drop your ballot 
off before the meeting 
with your name filled out 
as the proxy if you are 
not able to attend. You can 
have someone else submit 
your ballot with their name 
listed as your proxy. In any 
case you will need to have 
date, lot # or address, and 
the signature of the owner/
s. Don't fill out the proxy if 
you are attending the 
meeting.

The Voting Certificate designating 1 owner to vote (if more 
than 1 exists). In the case of multiple or joint owners of a property, one owner must be 
designated as the representative to submit the one vote for the property. The VOTING 
CERTIFICATE FORM is on the ivory card reverse side of the PROXY form. List all owners 
and the person designated. Don't fill out the certificate if you are the sole owner of the 
property. This is not a proxy.
